Teaching Staff


All lead teachers at Cornerstone Christian Academy are certified. We will employ Christian staff who share the vision of Cornerstone Christian Academy and use their time, talents, skills and heart to help achieve these goals. We expect staff to be qualified, professional and diligent in their work, gifted in teaching, competent in the subjects taught and to have a heart and respect for the welfare of the students and fellow staff members.

Curriculum

Cornerstone Christian Academy uses a combination of quality curriculum including PACEs from leading Christian Publishers such as Accelerated Christian Education, Alpha Omega, and traditional materials from A Beka Books, and Bob Jones University Publishers. In addition, supplemental materials from a wide variety of sources will be used as needed to supplement the basic curriculum. Because we emphasize the needs of the individual student, we will seek to use supplemental materials from any source that will meet the educational needs of that student.

Achievement Testing

The Stanford Achievement Tests will be given annually in April. Parents will be sent the comprehensive results in the mail with the final report card when all fees have been paid

Regarding Promotion/Retention of Students

A student must adequately complete the work prescribed by the school as described in the Philosophy and Course Study Guide (which is based on the ODE requirements for material taught) for that grade level to move to the next level.  The schools standard for adequate completion of the material would be a GPA indicating grades of 80% above. If the grade on an individual unit is lower than 80%, the student will receive remedial work until he does know the material.  This may mean he doesn’t complete the work during that calendar school year and will need required summer school to complete it.  In the rare case that a student cannot complete the work adequately during that time frame, he will be retained in that grade level until he can complete it.

Graduation Ceremonies 


Graduation ceremonies will be held for students who complete Kindergarten, Elementary Grades (grade 8) and those who complete all requirements for High School with one of the selected courses of study. Each graduation will be planned with the individual class in mind.

Honor Roll


There shall be three honor rolls – Straight A, A and B. To be eligible for the Straight A Honor students must have all A’s on their report cards for that grading period (4.00). For the “A Average” Honor, students must have at least a 3.60 average for the period. For the “B Average” Honor, the grade average must be at least 2.70. 

Homework


Believing homework is an integral part of the school program, each teacher is at liberty to give homework to help students advance in their studies. Students are required to complete all their daily PACE work in the classroom. If the PACE work is not completed during school hours the students are required to complete their work at home. Parents can then require the student to finish that work by checking the daily homework slip and signing when the work is finished. 

Honors


“Honor to whom honor is due…: Romans 13:7. During the last week of school each year a time will be set aside to recognize those students who have excelled in many areas through the year including academics, arts, social activities, community services, and others.

Report Cards & Conferences


There are four grading periods in the school year. Progress reports will be sent home after the fourth week of each grading period to any student having difficulty. Report Cards will be sent home quarterly. Final report cards are mailed home when all fees have been paid. We welcome and encourage good communication among parents and teachers. Please feel free to make an appointment to consult with the school Director or your child’s teacher regarding any problems or questions that concern your child. Parent/teacher conferences will be scheduled twice yearly.

POLICIES

Admission and Re-admission


As a private institution, Cornerstone Christian Academy reserves the right to set and maintain its own standards for entrance including academics, student conduct, and dress code. 


A new student will be tested and placed according to test results.


An application fee, enrollment fee and testing fee are also required. The fees are non-refundable. A diagnostic test will be scheduled after fees have been paid.

Chapel


Chapel will be conducted weekly. Various speakers and special assemblies may also be held on occasion. Music will be provided by the students of CCA. Parents are always welcome to attend these chapels.

Library


CCA is blessed with a good library. Books may be checked out and used as needed. Library policies will be posted in the Library.


In addition, we will make monthly trips to the Norwood Public Library. Students who have Hamilton County Library Cards may check out books. These books will be kept at the school and returned to the library.


Classroom Code of Behavior


The classroom code is in effect in all classes and with all teachers. Each child should memorize this code, and parents should remind their child often that they expect them to uphold this code daily.

1. I will remember that I am responsible for my own behavior first of all to God, then my parents and to my school.

2. I will adjust my behavior to the situation I am in at all times.

3. I will obey directions the first time they are given.

4. I will behave in a way that will not disrupt the attention or activities of the teacher, class or student.

5. I will help to maintain a quiet and peaceful classroom environment.

6. I will stay in my seat unless given permission to get up.

7. I will talk only when I have permission to talk.

8. I will always be respectful to teachers and students.

We ask our parents to cooperate by taking the time to talk with their children concerning proper behavior at school. If, at any time, a student’s behavior or attitude indicates an uncooperative spirit or one that is out of harmony with the spirit and standards of Cornerstone, whether or not there is any definite breach of conduct,   the student may be requested to transfer.

Discipline Procedures and Tally System

Warning – It is our policy to issue a warning and pray with a student first when there is a policy infraction by any student whenever possible. If the problem persists after this, the following discipline policy will be used.  

Tallies – A tally is a slip of paper issued by a teacher.  It represents an appropriate or inappropriate behavior. When it is assigned, it is placed on a tally board under the name of the student who has received it.  On Friday, a tally report will be sent home with the newsletter.

· Gold tallies are given for outstanding behavior and count toward Star Student Award!

· Red tallies for minor offenses 

· Gray tallies for more serious offenses(see the list below) 

· White tallies are for an especially good act of kindness

· 3 red tallies in a week will be exchanged for a gray tally 

· 2 gray tallies in a week will result in a detention.

Dress Code


Cornerstone Christian Academy believes that appropriate attire encourages good student conduct and is fundamental to the development of wholesome attitudes and behavior. Students are expected to wear clothes that are neat and clean. The school’s intent is to maintain standards of godliness and excellence and not to be legalistic and rigid. 

Student Dress Uniform 

Red polo with CCA logo, (purchased from Norwood Work Surplus), black dress pants(skirts for girls if desired),solid white/black or khaki socks or tights, and conservatively colored athletic shoes.

GIRLS Daily Dress Code

Shirts – Red Polo

Skirts/Jumpers/ Skorts/Pants-  Black or Khaki in color. All Skirts/Jumpers/ Skorts must be knee length. 

Hosiery -  Solid white/black or khaki socks or tights

Shoes –  Conservatively colored athletic shoes.

Socks -  Solid white/black or khaki socks or tights. No leggings.

Hair

Conservative, no fads, or radical looks in cut or color, etc. as determined by the Director.

BOYS Daily Dress Code

Shirts – Red Polo

Trousers/Dress Shorts- Black or Khaki in color. Dress Shorts must be knee length. No Cargos. 

Shoes – Conservatively colored athletic shoes.

Socks -  Solid white/black or khaki socks.

Hair

Standard, conservative cut; off the collar and ears, combed away from the eyebrows. No extreme colors or fads.

Sweaters –  Black, red or white cardigan. NO JACKETS/COATS are to be worn in the classroom.

Field Trips or Designated out of dress code day

Modesty and neatness will be the rule. 

Decorative Items

No student is to wear distractive decorative items. These will be removed at the Director’s discretion. One pair of conservative earrings accepted for girls. Boys are not to wear earrings. No tattoos or body or facial piercing etc.

Dress Code Enforcement
Learning to follow a dress code is a part of learning obedience. Although teachers have to be responsible for seeing that the dress code is honored, they should not have to invest a lot of time in watching for dress code violations.  For that reason, we have established the following policy regarding dress code enforcement.  The first time a student is out of dress code, a warning note will be attached to that day’s goal chart.  The second

 time will be a red tally.  The third time will be a gray tally.  Any time after that will be an automatic detention. Repeated offenses are an indication of other more serious attitude problems.

Attendance / Absences / Tardiness


Students are expected to be in attendance regularly. If your child will be absent or tardy please contact the school (a call to the school is appreciated) he/she must bring a note from home. The note does not excuse the student’s absence or tardiness. The note will explain the reason for absence or tardiness. The Director will then make its decision concerning the excuse.


Excused Absences – Student illness; death of a relative; emergency; doctor or dental appointments in circumstances which will not permit such appointments outside of school hours; travel (at least 3 days advance notice should be given).


Early Dismissals – No student will be permitted to leave early without written approval from parent and consent of administration. Persons picking up the student must report to the school office and the student MUST SIGN OUT before he/she is released. Students will NOT be released to anyone other than parent/guardian unless WRITTEN AUTHORIZATION is on file listing names, address, phone number, driver’s license of individuals authorized to pick up students.    

 
Family Trips – Student absences may be excused to attend “immediate family” trip, provided the request for absence is submitted in writing to director at least two weeks in advance. Students must obtain ALL assignments from the teacher in advance. CCA suggests that all family trips be planned during non-school days.


Excessive Absences– Any student whose absences exceed 10% (18 days) may not be promoted or receive credit for a course or class. 


Excessive Tardiness – Unexcused tardies will receive a red tally. Consistent tardiness to school will be considered truancy. 


Illness – Please consider keeping your child home if they wake up with a fever 100+; throwing up etc.

PERFECT attendance and one day absent awards will be given at the annual school awards ceremony. Students with more than three tardies per semester will not be eligible for attendance awards.

Books & Materials


Students are responsible for maintaining their books in a reasonable fashion. Students will be charged for the replacement of any books lost during the school year. The student’s name should be written in all books and on all school supplies. It is important for each child to have their supplies ready and labeled for the first day of school.

Building Care & Property


Cornerstone Christian Academy, Inc. belongs to God. The way the property is maintained and cared for is important. Students are asked to take care of God’s property. Willful damage, defacing or destruction of school property will not be tolerated. Anyone found in the act of deliberately defacing the school property will be given a discipline demerit and a conference will be scheduled with the parent. All damage must be paid for, whether willful or accidental. Parents will be charged for any misusage of books or other school equipment.

Lunchroom


Our café is a fun place to eat and fellowship.  Rules are simple.  Respect is the key to making lunchtime pleasant for everyone. Cleanliness in the lunchroom is everybody’s business. Students are expected to leave their places neat by throwing away trash from the table and floor. No food items are to be removed from the lunchroom without permission. 


Every child should bring a balanced lunch in a labeled sack or lunch box. Be sure to include plastic forks or spoons as needed. No gum is allowed, even if these items are included in Lunchables.


There is a microwave available to the students however, time is limited please keep the cooking time 3 minutes or less. 


 There may be times where we’ll have a Fun Day lunch and/or Pizza Friday’s.

3. Please put your child’s first and last name on any check or money order.

4. There is a $40 fee on all returned checks. 

5. Please pay exact amount for Field Trips, Hot Lunch, and any other Non-tuition payments and place money in a labeled and sealed envelope. Turn money in to your child’s teacher.

6. Besides the tuition, General Fees for extra supplies (in such courses as Art, Biology, Chemistry and Computers etc.) may be charged to the student’s account in September or whenever the student enrolls in the course.

7. If for any reason you drop your child from enrollment, you must notify the school in writing in order for your child to be officially dropped. Failure to do so will result in your being responsible for any and all incurred charges.

8. If you leave Cornerstone with an unpaid balance, your child’s report card and official school records will be held until your child’s balance is paid in full. Report cards and achievement test results will not be mailed if accounts are not paid in full.

9. There is a $25 application fee charged to cover the processing of new applications. This fee is non-refundable. Upon acceptance to the school, this fee will be applied towards the Enrollment Fee.

10. New Student Testing Fee of $20 for all new students and is non-refundable.

11. Enrollment Fee of $100 for any First Time Students and $50 for all returning students.

12. Tuition rates are based upon ten equal installments payable August through May. Payment is due the 1st of EACH month. There will be a $35 late charge on any payments postmarked after the 10th of each month. 

13. There is a $200 book fee per student to cover cost of books. This payment is due by July 15th prior to the beginning of the next school year. Students that do not have the book fee paid by July15th will not be permitted to attend until payment is current.

14. If your account is over 40 days overdue, your student (s) will not be permitted to attend until payment is current.

Open Door Policy


The administration of Cornerstone has an open door policy. Should you at any time have a concern that needs our prompt attention, we will be happy to meet with you. If you have exhausted viable communication with the administration and still feel that your concerns have not been adequately met, then you may request, in writing, a meeting with the School Board.

Nondiscriminatory Policy

EXTRACURRICULAR ACTIVITIES & OPPORTUNITES


Community Service Opportunities

Students will be encouraged to be involved in community service at least twice each year.  These activities will include such things as baskets for senior citizens, gift wrapping for community outreach, etc.

Field Trips / Activity Days


School or class educational field trips will be taken during the school year. A permission slip will be sent home and the needed money should be returned by the deadline. Refunds will not be given if a child is absent, suspended, or expelled on the day of the field trip. There will be no refund for chaperones if they cancel.


In addition to field trips that will be scheduled as part of the curriculum, there may be special days and events throughout the year to add other dimensions to the training of the students. There will be a nominal charge for transportation and/or admission. Any student who is not permitted to participate in these activities will be counted absent for the day.

Recess


All students are expected to go outside for recess when the weather permits. Please dress accordingly. 


Parents should send a note if they feel the child’s physical condition is such that he/she should not go outside for recess.


If a child should be kept in at recess for prolonged periods of time, it will be necessary for the school to have a signed statement from a physician.

Student Pictures


Student pictures will be taken annually. Parents will have the opportunity to place an order and pay for the pictures upfront.

Fundraisers

GENERAL OPERATIONS GUIDELINES

School Day

The school day is from 8a.m. to 3p.m. for every grade. The school is not responsible for students before 7:45 A.M. or after 3:20 P.M.  except when arrangements have been made with Director.

School Office


The school office is open Monday through Friday from 7:30a.m. until 3:30p.m. for routine business. Our school phone number is 351-7900.

First Aid / Medication


The school is equipped with first-aid equipment for use in case of emergencies. If a student becomes ill or injured the parents will be contacted to make arrangements to pick up the child. Students must report to the office first in case of an emergency. It is required that an emergency card be filled out every school year by the parent and returned to the office.


By State law, the school is NOT permitted to give out medication (including aspirin). Students on prescribed medication must bring the medication to the office with a note of instruction and then take the medication in the office when it is time

Tornado / Fire Drills 


Regular Tornado and Fire drills will be conducted. At the sound of the Tornado alarm, all students should leave their rooms, move to their designated areas and sit. Their heads are to be placed on the knees with their hands covering their head. Silence must be maintained throughout the drill.


At the sounding of the fire alarm, each student should leave his/her room and march, not run, single file, to the designated area. All doors and windows should be closed. Silence must prevail during the entire procedure. Students are to remain in their group in their assigned area with the 

School Closings / Weather Conditions


In case of inclement weather, announcements of school closing will be broadcasted over radio station (WLW 700AM), Channels 5, 9 and 12.  Please Do NOT call the school office, faculty or administration to ask if school is to be closed. Parents who drive long distances from the school may want to keep their children home if the roads in their area are icy even though CCA remains open. They must contact the school office whenever such an occasion occurs.

Visitors


In compliance with State laws, all visitors must secure a Visitor’s Pass from the office immediately upon entering the building. During school hours, parents are to stop at the office before going to the classroom. Parents wishing to visits classes need to call the school in order to set a visitation date. Students are welcome to bring visitors, but must receive approval from the director at least two days in advance.  Visitors must have written consent from their parents and present it to the office before a Visitor’s Pass will be issued. The pass may be revoked if the student has not properly informed the visitor of our standards.
