Kindergarten Classroom Code of Behavior
Each child should memorize this code, and parents should remind their child often that they expect them to uphold this code daily.

1. I am the one who can choose to do right and please God, my parents and teacher.
2. I will choose to behave the way I should for the time and place I am in.
3. I will obey directions the first time they are given.

4. I will not distract my teacher or classmates during work time.
5. I will help to make my classroom quiet and peaceful.
6. I will stay in my seat unless given permission to get up.

7. I will talk only when I have permission to talk.

8. I will always be respectful to teachers and students.

Failure to follow a rule will result in a warning first and then a red tally.  If a child receives 3 tallies in a day, it will result in a gray tally which means missed recess or time out.
Unkindness or bullying will result in an immediate gray tally.

Kindnesses and other outstanding good behaviors result in gold tallies. If a child has 3 gold tallies in one day, he will receive a reward.
